1- District at a glance

1.1 Brief background of the district:

Kanker has a rich history associated with it, since the stone era. Kanker region belonged to Dandakaranya forest region in the Mahabharata and
Ramayana period. This was said to be land of monks. About 600 BC, the region also came under the influence of Buddhism. Around 106 AD, Kanker
state was under Satvahan dynasty followed by Nagas, Vakataks and Gupt dynasties. Before coming under the control of Marathas and British, the region
was governed by the Som, Kandra and Chandra dynasty. Bhanupratap Dev was the last king of Kanker before independence of India.

1.2 Location:

Kanker, a part of the old Bastar district (before 1998), is located in southern region of the Chhattisgarh state and shares its boundary with Bastar,
Dhamtari, Durg and Rajnandgaon districts of the state. Kanker region may be divided in three types of hills - Vindhyana Hill groups in south eastern part of
Kanker district, Archian hill groups, Dharwar hill group (north of Sambalpur and Bhanupratapur).

Kanker is situated within the longitudes
Jharkhand 20.6 - 20.24 and latitudes 80.48 - 81.48.
The total area of the district is 6443 square
kilometers. Small hilly pockets are seen
throughout the area. Mainly five rivers flow
through the district namely- doodh river,
Mahanadi, Hatkul river, sindur river and
. Turu river. Kanker is 140 kilometers away
AN from Raipur and 160 Kilometers from
Jagadalpur.

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1.3 Climate:

The May month is the hottest month and the December month is the coolest month in the district. Average rainfall in the district is 1492 mm. Ninety
percent (90%) of the rainfall occurs during the June to October.

It can be seen that average rainfall has always, been a greater 1439mm during 2003 to 2007 in, the district.

1.4 Plants and Minerals:

The region has an abundance of the various plant species as - Saul forests (eastern part), Teak forests (Bhanupratappur) and mixed forests in other
parts. There is abancdance of the NTFPs as i tendu patta, mahwa seed, saul seed, lac seeds for bio-fuel etc.The porcessing and value addition of these
NTFP, can have greater prospects for the local residents.

Modern traditions and culture are mainly depends on minerals. The development of agriculture, industries, transport and communication depend on the
status of rich mineral resources. Iron ore quartzite, garnet mines are found in some part of the distrtct, but mining of these minerals have not started till
now. Bhanupratappur region has presence of these resources, which can be utilized in the over all development of industries in the district. Black and
white granite are found in plenty quantity in the district. It is used in constructions of building materials and preparation of shaped stones.

The steel plants, granite cutting and polishing plants establishment can have greater prospects in the region.

1.5 Agriculture:
Economy of the district is broadly based on agriculture & forestry. Some of the main crops of region are paddy, wheat, sugarcane, chana, kodo, moong,
tilli, bhutta etc. Region also grows various varieties of vegetables and fruits. The work particpation rate is 54%. Out of these workers > 60% are cultivators,
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another 24% are the agricultural labourer. Thus it can be said that agriculture is the sector that engages > 84% of the people, and to bring about the

greater return for these persons, have great significance for the region.

With about 56% of the tribal population, Kanker enjoys a tribal dominated culture, though it is also being influenced from the modern era (market forces).

The prevailing languages in the district are Hindi, Chhattisgarhi, Gondi and Halbi.

Besides other common festivals, Madai is one of the main festivals celebrated (during Dec- March) in this region, in respect of Goddess Kesharpal

Kesharpalin Devi. It begins with a procession of local God/Goddess followed by worship.

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2- Abstract of the proposed budget

As per the requirement of the district, State Planning Commission, Raipur, Chhattisgarh- a district plan has been made in consultation of the DPC and
different departments. As per the sitiuational analysis and prevailing schemes, the efforts were made to converge resources on the key district priorities
under the seven sectors as: - Livelihood, Nutrition, Education, Energy, Health, Infrastructure, Civil Right and Civil Empowerment. These are the sectors
recommonded by the State Planning Commission.

The status on indicators of national programme goals and the MDGs indicators where district, need to put special efforts were been disseminated at
various level. Within available resources, the efforts were made to address the critical gaps in the district plan.

According to the collected available resources from different department for year 2010-1, in about 739 works/ schemes, district is expected to
receiveatotalof434. 10 crores (approx.) annualy and out of it 183.85 crore 0me
a budget of Rs 202.24 (10% of year 2010-11) is being proposed for the district for year 2011-12, under st at ebs pl an budget

Though, the total budget requirement of the district is Rs 7 butdget 432.83r or
crores is proposed from centre. An additional requirement of Rs 139.77 crores would be there for which the additional resources are requested
from the state. Thus a total of Rs = 342.01 crores (202.24+ 139.77) are proposed from the state in the annual plan of 2011-12, for the district
Kanker.

We find that in the category of Il class staff, which is the base for effetive monitoring and support, there is huge gaps. It can be imagined that in
absesence, of proper secretarial staff (example: Asst. grade 1 Il person), how difficult would be to meet huge reporting requirement, for many of the
departmental schemes including ICDS).

As about 25 posts of the LS were vacant (since more than 1 year), which implies that the charge of these 25 * 20 (avg.) = 500 Aaganwadi would have

been shifted to others. In such conditions the field staff would have additional monitoring responsibility. The situation may become more challenging if
case of the remote villages, with poor connectivity.

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4.1.4 Promoting Maternal and Child Nutritional status- by Support Agency - Care

Care under its Integrated Nutritional and Health Project has been providing support in three major areas i ie

A Block Sample Survey using Lot Quality Assurance Sampling technique: This has helped in assesment of maternal and child health
status on block basis which is helpful in decentralised planning, knowing gaps in service delivery, coverage and infant feeding
practices.

A The second activity undertaken is Training of all ICDS Supervisors on Training, Facilitation and presentation skills on key topics ie
Services of ICDS, Life Cycle approach, Care during pregnancy, Integrated management of neonatal and childhood illness, Infant and
young child feeding , growth monitoring, Nutrition and Health Day and Home visits. The purpose is to reinforce the skill of Supervisors
and AWWs in analytical, communication and counselling skills.

A Also a Sector Resource centre in each of the ICDS sector is being developed to use it for Replication of good practices in promoting
effective NHD, NHED, PSE .

4.1.5 Nutrition Management by the SHGs at the Sector Level:
