A convergence Model:

District Kanker has also been working on, convergence
model under MGNREGA, to facilitate the small & marginal
farmers in integrated development of their field. The
following two approaches are being implemented under

the leadership of CEO, Zila Pancahayat, Kanker.

1- Integrated Land Development works are being taken up
under MGNREGA, in which sizable fallow/ barren patch of
the land of the eligible household is being identified and
taken up in the village. In this land- land development and
small pond construction activities are carried out. Once
the land is treated it is handed over to the beneficiary.
Agriculture and horticulture department provides seeds to
bring this land cultivation, thus promoting crop

diversification.

2- In other convergence practice a sizable fallow/ barren
land of the interested farmer, is taken up by the
horticulture department for promoting horticulture. This
land is being developed under MGNREGA, with technical
guidance of the horticulture department. Once the land
would be develop in the community orchard, it would be
handed over to household, to get sustainable livelihood/
income from this land. Besides horticulture, agro-forestry,
and other tree plantation in the barren land may also be
taken up for improving livelihood/ income options for the

eligible households.
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
